 PIANIST BUTCH THOMPSON IN CONCERT


Jazz pianist Butch Thompson, well-known for his long association with public radio's A Prairie Home Companion, will play a solo concert at (venue/address) at (time) on (date). 


 Described by Jazz Journal International as "the premier player in traditional jazz today," Thompson is known around the world for his command of early jazz and blues repertoire.  His concert will explore a wide range of Americana including classic ragtime by Scott Joplin, New Orleans jazz by Jelly Roll Morton, early Chicago blues and boogie boogie, stride piano by Fats Waller, vintage pop music, and more, including his personal brand of commentary on the tradition.  


Thompson's trio was the house band on Garrison Keillor's A Prairie Home Companion from 1974 to 1986.  He still appears there as an occasional guest, but also tours and records widely.  He has performed with major orchestras including the Minnesota Orchestra, the St. Louis Symphony, the Cairo (Egypt) Symphony, Erie Philharmonic, and many more, and he is a regular at festivals in both the U.S. and Europe.  His many recordings include a widely-acclaimed ten-volume series on Daring/Rounder and the 1997 Grammy-winning Verve release Doc Cheatham and Nicholas Payton.
